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For an interval-level measure, use the following scores, based on the Rasch model:

1 2.86
2 4.19
3 5.27
4 6.30
5 7.54
6 8.48

(evaluated at 5.5)

No interval-level score is defined for households affirming no items. (They are food secure, but how much their food security
differs from households that affirmed one item is not known.)
